Preparing for the Patient Visit Objectives: Following this session, students will be able to:
· Outline the required components of a “comprehensive medication review” based on the CMS MTM program requirements for 2018
· Identify the five core elements of the MTM Framework
· Define the steps involved in the Pharmaceutical Care Process
· Define a “therapeutic relationship”
· Utilize motivational interviewing skills
