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EXPERIENTIAL LEARNING (EL) PROGRAM UPDATE

IPPE and APPE Rotations 
(Modified Format for Class of 2021)
ACPE Requirements:

· Requirements unchanged for IPPE and APPE activities

· All IPPE requirements must be completed prior to start of P4 APPEs

· Direct patient care experiences must involve real patient interactions and/or real patient medication management opportunities

· Remote learning is permitted at discretion of preceptors
· 100% simulation experiences cannot count for core APPEs

Pitt Pharmacy Requirements:

· Follow the instructions of your preceptor regarding if/how on-site learning activities will take place. 
· For IPPEs:

· For activities other than 80 on-site IPPE hours:

· IPPE project hours and required underserved activity completed to-date will be counted to satisfy requirements. Remaining hours will be waived for the Class of 2021. 
· If you have not yet completed your aseptic technique competency, you should arrange to do this during your on-site remaining IPPE, hospital APPE, or acute care APPE when it happens. If you cannot complete this, we will work with you throughout next year to complete this.
· Each P3 student must complete 80 structured IPPE hours at some point in your P3 year.
· 2 x 40-hour experiences or 1 x 80-hour experience
· Rotation assignments and portfolio postings should be completed for each experience.

· For APPEs: 

· APPE hours requirements remain unchanged

· The 5/4/20 APPE block 1 start date remains in-tact for most students. Some with IPPE hours yet-to-be completed will start their APPE block 1 on 5/11/20.
· Rotation placements have changed based on site availability and/or sites’ ability to host student learners

· Originally scheduled APPEs will take place once sites confirm their ability to again start hosting student learners.  
Class of 2021 IPPE and APPE Rotations (Block 4 IPPE and Block 1 APPE)

· Many March and April IPPEs have been cancelled.

· Many May and June APPEs have cancelled.

· Pitt Pharmacy has contacted all sites to confirm availability for on-site and/or remote precepting options.

· If your site is approved, it is listed on your Schedule Report in eValue.
· Once the eValue modified schedules are released, contact your preceptor to find out first-day logistics and expectations. 
· For IPPEs:

· If your 80 IPPE hours are complete, you will proceed to P4 APPE rotations.

· If your 80 IPPE hours are incomplete: (one of these will apply)

· You will attend your regularly scheduled April IPPE if they are taking learners (session may be on-site, or remote, as per preceptor/site guidance)

· You will be enrolled in a new, remote IPPE with Dr. Smithburger or Dr. Hall/Amb Care faculty for a one-week or two-week experience. 

· If you have the full 80 hours to complete, you will complete one IPPE week during 4/27/20 – 5/1/20, and one IPPE week during your first week of APPE block 1 (5/4/20 – 5/8/20). As a result, your block 1 APPE will be four weeks in-length (allowed by ACPE during this crisis year).

· Assignments for each usual IPPE week, or the week-1-IPPE/APPE week should be completed as per the IPPE manual assignments. If you are continuing from IPPE to APPE in the same rotation, your APPE assignments should be posted separately as per usual. 
· For APPEs:

· These will proceed as scheduled, only if the site is accepting learners.

· Usual prerequisites (e.g. clearances, background checks, etc.) will be required unless the site tells us otherwise. If you are completing your rotation remotely, many prerequisites may be waived.
· These experiences may be on-site, remotely precepted, or a blend of activities, as per preceptor/site guidance.

· If your site has cancelled, you will be placed into a remote core APPE (acute care, amb care, hospital, or community), depending on what is available and what you need for your core requirements. 

· A modified APPE activity sheet will be posted on eValue for you to complete for each core rotation. This should be sent to Ms. Schmotzer after each core rotation.
· These assignments should be posted to your Assessment Portfolio under the appropriate outcome.

· In your presentation portfolio, for core rotations, your Pitt Form Summary Report, 2 examples of best work, and summative reflection with connector phrases must be posted. For pure electives, the Pitt Form Summary Report is not required. 
· We have done our best to accommodate APPEs that relate to ARCO requirements. Students will need to discuss ARCO requirements with their ARCO Director if an APPE has changed, to explore other ways to meet the ARCO requirements. 

· Please refer to the APPE Orientation Handout for procedures prior to and during rotation (e.g. assignments, portfolio requirements, professional behavior, absences), especially as rotations get underway.
Tips for Being Successful on Modified IPPE/APPE Experiences
· Follow the guidance of your preceptor for safety. Your preceptors have been working on the front-lines for the last month, and they know best how to handle providing care to their patients.
· If at any time, you feel uncomfortable at your site, discuss this with your preceptor and contact the EL Office, and we will help you.
· Do not be confrontational with preceptors or other personnel at your site. Everyone is doing their best to take care patients and continue services in these very challenging times. 

· Be adaptable to changing daily workflow and workload. With COVID-19, information is emerging daily, and we must pivot and be nimble as healthcare providers.
· Be respectful, courteous, and motivated to learn and help at your site. Many preceptors have gone to extra lengths to create remote learning experiences, ask their supervisors for special permission to continue to precept, or set up new opportunities, to help you and Pitt Pharmacy continue your APPE year. Please be gracious for that.
· Since many of your rotations will be remotely precepted:
· Contact with your preceptor, and often times your patients, via phone, Zoom, Skype, or other means is essential for maintaining communication.

· Follow HIPPA guidelines for any patient information you are accessing or discussing.

· If you have downtime, ask the preceptor what you can doing to help, or work on portfolio assignments and reflections.

· If you are feeling ill, and are completing an in-person rotation, you should consider staying home. Your preceptor may have remote work you can do. Missed time must be made up. Follow the steps in the Absence Request Form/Policy is posted to the Home Page of EValue. 

· If your preceptor has questions about the length and type of experience they are hosting with you, explain to them what is needed, and if you need help, refer the preceptor to the EL Office. 

· Do not compare yourself to other P4 students. Each student is different with regard to their requirements and what they have completed to-date. This is especially the case as the APPE year gets underway. 
· You cannot schedule yourself for work during rotation hours (8am-5pm). This is protected rotation time.
	Please know that we have done our best and will continue to do so, to reschedule all possible experiences. Should you choose not to accept your assignment, we will support that; however, this will have impact on your future rotation schedule and potentially your graduation date.
